Audience questions helped 

put some old myths to rest 

about bit types and  Cheryl 

offered practical tips  on  

overcoming: sore mouths, 

large tongues, head shaking 

and leaning on one side 

more than the other. 

 

The  info lecture was packed 

full with info on bits and 

horse training issues, but 

also including nosebands 

and their correct fitting.   

 

“Horses are all individuals” 

cheryl reminded us  and rec-

ommended we try a bit, see 

how our horse goes, and try 

another if we have concerns. 

 

Reminding us that horses 

can „run through pain‟ we 

were encouraged to rule out 

the bit as a cause of pain for 

horses who we tend to think  

of a „strong‟ and needing a 

harsher bit. 

 

It was great to join a seminar 

where there was so much 

practical advise including 

what to do with that left over 

chamois leather!  

 

The highlight of the evening 

was the appearance of Percy 

the Horse‟s head used to 

show exactly how a bit sits in 

the horse‟s mouth and how 

the different action works
